
Leave your bandage on until the morning.

Remove bandage (do not re-bandage), wash your tattoo as thoroughly as you can, using only your clean 
hands (no wash cloths), liquid antibactrial unscented soap (Dial Gold LIQUID recommended - no foaming 
soap), and warm water (keeping in mind there are platelets, ointinent, and blood trapped in the pores that 
need to be removed to prevent scabbing). 

Rinse your tattoo and pat dry with a paper towel (no bath towels) or air dry. Continue to wash your tattoo 
about three times per day for the first few days, until it starts to dry out and become flakey like a sunburn. 
When this happens reduce washing to just rinsing it off at the end of your shower and use unscented lotion 
when necessary to avoid any cracking. Do not scrub off flaking skin, let it come off when and where it will.

	 •Do Not pick at scabs or flaking skin.

	 •Do Not scratch your tattoo no matter how severe the itching.

	 •Do Not submerge your tattoo in any body of water 
		  (bathtub, lake, ocean, pool, jacuzzi, sink, trough, etc.)

	 •Do Not shave the area until the tattoo is completely healed.

	 •Do Not use sunless tanning products.

Avoid anything that will irritate your healing tattoo such as clothing, direct sunlight, anything containing 
fragrances, make up, or contact with pets and pet hair.

ABSOUTELY NO TANNING

Make sure to follow these instructions until the tattoo is completely head, which usually takes about  
four weeks.

Once healed, always use a good sunblock to prevent premature aging.
